Harold grew up in South Africa where he at-
tended university majoring in both Botany and 
Zoology. He then completed a doctorate at 
UCLA in California in 1968. A professor at the 
University of California at Irvine since graduat-
ing, he was also the Director of the UCI Arbore-
tum for twenty years. He is Professor Emeritus 
of Biology in the Department of Ecology and 
Evolutionary Biology at UCI, where he did re-
search on conservation and ecology. 

Harold is well known for his work on slipper or-
chids, both species and hybrids, and is author of 
several books and a large number of research 
papers. His most recent books include “Orchids 
and their Conservation,” “Clivias” and now 
“Tropical Slipper Orchids” for Timber Press. He 
is currently working on a new introductory book 
on slipper orchids as well as one on “Autumn 

Flowering Daffodils.” Harold is Editor Emeritus 
of the Orchid Digest. He also writes fiction. 

Harold is also very interested in other plants. He 
breeds daffodils and has an international reputa-
tion as a breeder of miniature daffodils. For many 
years he was a partner in Paphanatics, unLimited 
with Norito Hasegawa. He still grows and breeds 
paphiopedilums especially miniature hybrids. 

Harold is a member of the Species Survival Com-
mittee for Orchids for the International Union for 
the Conservation of Nature. He is on the board of 
Orchid Conservation International and is scientific 
advisor to the Orchid Conservation Alliance. In 
addition, he is a member of the International Or-
chid Commission. 

His lecture topic will be “A Short History of Slip-
per Orchids.” 

NOVICE MEETING

Thanks Dave Hoffmaster for helping me with the 
presentation last month on water and water 
quality.  When determining what kind of water 
we need to use on our orchids, we need to look 
first at the orchids to see if they are the kind that 
need special water needs or if they can use our 
salty city water. Cymbidiums, some Cattleyas, 
Epidendrums, and Zygos can use city water if we 
flush out the pots well when we water. We next 
need to evaluate the number of other plants that 
need special water. If we only have a few plants, 
buying water in gallon bottles with low dissolved 
salts is a good option. Reverse Osmosis water 
systems are used by some growers who have 
more plants than can be efficiently watered with 
the bottled water. Of concern with RO systems is 

that a lot of water must be wasted to create the 
good water. This would not be a problem if the 
waste water can be used for watering other plants 
in the yard; however it is a concern during drought 
times when water is rationed. A deionizing system 
is more expensive, but there is no waste water to 
dispose of. Possibly the best system for our long 
term watering needs would be to install a rain-
water collection system. We can collect a lot of 
rainwater during the rainy months to help supple-
ment our watering needs. A system can be as sim-
ple as diverting a gutter downspout into a garbage 
can. Watering can be done by dipping a watering

can into the garbage can and then watering the 
plants. From there, growers can look into cisterns 
to hold more water and a pumping system to move 
water from the gutter downspout collection sys-
tem to a storage system and how to water the 
plants from the storage system. 
 
This is the time of year when some of our plants 
have bloomed and the root tips are showing the 
green tips that mean that they are actively growing 
and the plant is ready to be repotted. The May 
meeting will be a repotting discussion and presen-
tation by Dave Hoffmaster and Bruce Berg. Dave 
will show us how to repot Phaleonopsis plants.  
Bruce will show us how to repot Cattleyas. If mem-
bers wish to bring in a Phal or Catt that is in need 
of repotting, and based on the time available, Dave 
and Bruce will help the members with repotting 
their plants. Members would need to bring in any 
new pots needed. Bruce and Dave will have pot-
ting mix materials.

Society could increase the profits from the show to amounts we could be really proud of for the first time 
in years.
